Answers to questions
1. Does European origin have to be favoured in the proposed equipment?

The origin of proposed goods has to comply with PRAG rules (certificate issued by chambers of commerce…) and any procurement of machines originating from China and Japan is certainly not allowed because the objective of the procurement is to buy with money contributions of European tax payers machines with acceptable origin – preferred are member countries of the European Economic Area - Iceland, Norway and Liechtenstein, pre-accession countries – Macedonia, Croatia, Turkey, Albania, Bosnia, Montenegro, Serbia and so-called Republic of Kosovo, and countries beneficiaries of the European assistance and partner instruments – Algeria, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Egypt, Georgia, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Lybia, Moldova, Morocco, Palestinian Administration of West Bank and Gaza Strip (Palestinian Authority), Russian Federation, Tunisia, Ukraine and there was Syria  but we suppose that due to EU sanctions Syria is not looked-for as country of origin. 
2. What is the approximate annual circulation foreseen for printing on digital machines.

About 5.000.000 proofs are foreseen to be printed in 2013.

3. Does the total offered price include also customs duties? Question disputed at the previous meeting.

       The anticipated maximum value of the public procurement is up to 440.000 euros. The value of the procurement does not include VAT and customs duties because the procurement is financed through IPA funds so that customs duties and VAT will not be charged.
